In 2022, because of the corona crisis, Michael Kantrowitsch focused on architectural
lighting design and established his new business “Warendorfleuchten” — a planning
office and showroom for lighting design. Together with a young and professional
team he is now designing light for the architectural world — from residential spaces,
restaurants and SPAs to large exterior projects like football stadiums — always aiming
to design the perfect atmosphere.

While “Warendorfleuchten” is based in Kantrowitsch’s hometown, travelling around
the world for light creations remains a very important part of his life due to his great
passion for artistic and theatrical projects, especially ballet performances.

“Musume Dojoji” (“Maiden of the Dojoji Temple”); young monk rejects the love of a
maiden; sorrow, broken heart and pride transform her into the Fire Snake; she seeks
her revenge, pursues and kills the terrified monk;

. “Kagami Jishi” (“New Year’s lion Dance”); the masque of a lion forces a young man

to dance to exhaustion; anybody, who dares to touch him, starts dancing frantically
oneself;

famous Japanese Taiko drum group Kodo.

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Daniil Simkin was born in Novosibirsk, Russia, in 1987, the son of acclaimed ballet danc-
ers Dmitrij Simkin and Olga Aleksandrova. His family moved to Western Europe in 1990
and took residence in Wiesbaden, Germany, where Daniil grew up.

At the age of nine, Daniil began ten years of daily ballet training with his mother. In
these training years, he won a number of important ballet awards, including the Senior
Gold Medal at the Jackson International Ballet competition in 2006, the Grand Prix at
the Helsinki International Ballet Competition in 2005 and the Gold Medal at the Inter-
national Ballet Competition in Varna in 2004. After graduating academic high school in
Germany, Daniil joined the Vienna State Opera Ballet as a demi-soloist in 2006 and also
began his career as a guest performer around the world. In 2008, he joined American
Ballet Theatre as a soloist and was subsequently promoted to principal dancer in 2012.
He since then has danced most major classical and neoclassical roles in the company’s
repertoire. In his professional career, Daniil has performed throughout North and South
America, Asia, and the Middle East.

In 2015, together with the Joyce Theater in New York, Daniil spearheaded and pro-
duced an evening of contemporary original choreography called /ntensio, which toured
the United States and internationally. This was followed in 2017 by a production of a
multi-disciplinary dance installation at the Guggenheim Museum in New York which
involved generative video projections and costumes by Dior. Beginning with the 2018-
2019 season Daniil joined Staatsballett Berlin as a principal and maintained his position
at ABT, performing with both companies as often as his schedule allows.

In 2021, Simkin founded the production company Studio Simkin to explore and devel-
op dance opportunities for the next era with the highest production value and artistic

standard, encouraging ballet to evolve within a digital environment and for new forums.

Ballet Theatre, and Teatro Comunale di Bologna. The project was supported by the Eu-
ropean commission’s Creative Europe program, and has been rated by European Com-
mission as a “Very good quality and successful project with very positive outcomes”.
In 2023, during the world premiere of Daisi (Opera by Z. Paliashvili) at Teatro Massimo
Bellini, Levan Jagaev served as an Assistant Conductor.

He made his Polish debut with Krzysztof Jakovic and the Polska Filharmonia Baltycka
in 2022 and he also appeared in Vilnius at the XVII International Festival Pokrov Bells.
In April 2023, Levan Jagaev was a member of the jury at the Manana Doijashvili VIII
Georgian competition of Musician-Performers (Wind Instruments), and the VIl National
Competition of Children’s and Youth Choirs of Georgia (' Round).

He has worked with the following orchestras: Thilisi Opera and Ballet State Theatre
Orchestra, Croatian National Opera Split Symphony Orchestra, Kutaisi State Symphony
Orchestra, Kutaisi Opera and Ballet Theatre Orchestra, Polska Philharmonic Baltycka,
Thilisi State Symphony Orchestra, Albanian Radio and Television Symphony Orchestra,
Thilisi V. Sarajishvili State Conservatoire Student Orchestra, Thilisi State Chamber Or-
chestra — Georgian Sinfonietta, Thilisi Opera and Ballet Theatre Chamber Orchestra
— Opera Camerata, Thilisi Youth Orchestra, The Armenian State Symphony Orchestra,
Armenian National Opera and Ballet Theatre Orchestra. At various times, Levan Jagaev
has been an assistant conductor with the following musicians: George Tchitchinadze,
Zaza Azmaipharashvili, Giuseppe Sabatini, Fabrizio Carminati, Sergey Smbatyan, Alexei
Baklan, Giacomo Sagripanti, Gast Waltzing, Martinas Ozolins.

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Papuna Gvaberidze graduated from the Academic Choir Conducting faculty at the Tbilisi
State Conservatory under Professor Givi Bolashvili and pursued postgraduate studies at
the Opera and Symphony Conducting faculty under Professors Givi and Zaza Azmaipar-
ashvili. At present, he holds the position of an Associate Professor within this particu-
lar department. He commenced his artistic journey as a choral conductor in 2000 at the
Niko Sulkhanishvili National Chapel Choir, dedicating six years to this role. From 2005 to
2007, Papuna Gvaberidze held the position of Musical Director and Chief Conductor at
the Meliton Balanchivadze State Opera House and Music Hall in Kutaisi. Since 2011, he
has continued to contribute as a guest conductor at the same theatre. In 2005-2006, he
directed Giuseppe Verdi’s Rigoletto, and in 2011, Otar Taktakishvili’s Mindia.

Since 2013, Papuna Gvaberidze has conducted of the Opera Production Department at
the Thilisi State Conservatoire. In 2014, productions of Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart’s Le
nozze di Figaro and Giacomo Puccini’s La Boheme, while in 2019, Victor Dolidze’s Keto
and Kote, in 2022, Puccini’s Gianni Schicchi and in 2023 Paliashvili’s opera Daisi (to
commemorate the 100 th anniversary of the Conservatory’s Opera Studio), were staged
by him at the Conservatoire’s Opera Studio.

Since 2016, Papuna Gvaberidze has been conducting the following ballet productions
presented at the Tbilisi Opera and Ballet State Theatre: Don Quixote by Minkus, Tsuna
and Tsrutsuna by Davitashvili, The Nutcracker, Swan Lake and The Sleeping Beauty by
Tchaikovsky, Giselle by Adam and RFomeo and Juliet by Prokofiev. He is the staging
conductor of the ballet La Fille mal gardée by Hérold and Hertel and The Nutcracker by
Tchaikovsky along with the one-act ballet Medea (set to music by Ravel). He conduct-
ed the tours of the State Ballet of Georgia including performances in Riga (2019), in Tu-
rin with the orchestra of The Teatro Regio (2022), Bologna with the orchestra of Teatro
Comunale di Bologna (2023) and at the Teatro Massimo Bellini (2024).
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
